Now you can think bigger, the circuit is 
pleased to announce the launch in  
JUNE 2026, of LARGE MISSION GRANTS up to 
£10,000 for projects advancing the mission 
prioriEes of your chapel, church or the circuit. 
Examples may be funding short-term, part 
Eme staff to iniEate work, providing services 
or consultancy, perhaps training or surveys. It 
may fund something for more than a year, 
perhaps equipment but not solely repair or 
maintenance of buildings. 
 
Your chapel or church will need to contribute 
in some way, but these grants may aYract 
further match funding from our Sheffield 
District and other funding bodies parEcularly 
our ecumenical partners. Our Methodist 
church naEonally is focused on “New Places 
for New People” and “Church at the Margins” 
working with people experiencing poverty. 
 
First round of applicaEons for the LARGE 
GRANT must be submiYed by the end of 
October 2026. The scope & applicaEon
